*  Each Brigade Commander will be assigned a Brigade camp area for the Brigade Headquarters and all subordinate units.  Each Brigade Commander is responsible for forming a functioning Brigade Staff for the event and the names of the staff members be provided to the Army Chief of Staff [ nomadicmapper@aol.com ] at least two weeks prior to the event.  It is recommended that at a minimum the staff consist of a Chief of Staff/Adjutant, Provost/Safety  and Quarter Master.  Further, it is requested that the appointed Quartermaster arrive on the site at/about noon on Tuesday, 19 July for assignment of camping space for their respective Brigades and their subdivision of the site into Regimental/Battalion areas.

GENERAL MATTERS

Site Arrivals:  The Army Staff will begin arriving on site Tuesday, 19 July.  Brigade and Regimental/Battalion Staff personnel may begin arriving Tuesday , 19July starting at noon.  All others may begin arriving on Wednesday, 20 July with the opening of  registration at 7 a.m., .

Registration: Registration is not at the site.  Registration will be at Catharpin Park at the roughly the intersection of Sudley and Pageland Roads Northwest of the Battlefield.  Access is via State Route 15 and off Interstate-66.  The classic ‘CW’ signs will help direct reenactors from I-66 and from I- 95.  Access to the site for reenactors from this registration location is easy, and will be strictly controlled by the Police. All this is being done to facilitate traffic and minimize congestion around the Sudley Road, especially in view of the NPS Battlefield Park events on Thursday and Friday (by the Stone House).  Registration hours are:

Wednesday, 20 July:  7:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.

Thursday, 21 July:  7:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.

Friday, 22 July:  6:00 a.m. – 10:00 p.m.

Parking:  Reenactor parking is immediately across the road from the reenactment site.  When parking please be considerate of others and do not park in such a manner as to block others in.  Also, there will be no free style parking – follow all directions from parking volunteers and signage.  Towing is an option for those who do not get the message.

Personnel details:


Provost traffic control and directions for reenactor:   As is customary at large events like this traffic control and guard posts will be established and will be maintained as appropriate throughout the event by the Army Provost.  Brigade commanders will be given a levy and ask to solicit volunteers for this detail.  If sufficient volunteers cannot be found we will have to turn to the draft  We ask for reenactor support for this detail.


Registration volunteers:  The event organizers have requested reenactor presence and support at the registration site.  This detail will be run by Lt Col Raymond Justice, Army Headquarters Staff.  Brigade commanders will be given a levy and ask to solicit volunteers for this detail.  Shifts will be of two-hour duration with transportation to and from the registration site provided.  If sufficient volunteers cannot be found we will have to turn to the draft  We ask for reenactor support for this detail.
On Site Traffic Flow:  In order to facilitate the orderly movement of vehicles into/out/within the site the designated travel ways will be one-way.  Please pay close attention and follow verbal directions from the Provost.

Coggins:  All horses, both Cavalry and Staff, must have a Coggins.  Any horse from other than Virginia, that is out of state, must also have a current DVM health certificate.  There will be no exceptions, please don’t test the system – paper work and the associated horses will be inspected.  Due to health concerns within the equine community regarding the EHV-1 virus, all horses will be given a bridle tag to be put on the authentic bridle. Please make sure they are available upon arrival to have the tag placed.

Hay and straw:  Hay will be provided for Cavalry and CSA staff horses.  The staging area and point of issue for CSA Staff horse hay will be at the main CSA Cavalry camp site.  Straw will only be sold at the registration 

site.

Wood:  Wood will be dispersed throughout the camp site.  Proximity to any one Brigade area does not constitute exclusive ownership.  Wood will be replenished one time upon determination that all wood in the camps has been used. Commanders are responsible for ensuring that wood is not horded and distributed equally within the camps.  

Cooking fires:  There will be no dug fire pits.  

Remember this is Hallowed ground.  We know that it was a Hospital burial ground after 2nd Manassas but we do not know how many nor where any of the left behind graves are located.  
Given the anticipated extreme temperature before and during the event fires should used only for cooking purposes and then allowed to go out. All cook fires will have a fire extinguisher (cleverly hidden) or period appropriate bucket of water nearby for emergencies. In late July, the field grasses are often dry and highly combustible. Fires should be an appropriate distance from the tentage. Ladies, please watch your large hoops around the fires, a corded petticoat would be more appropriate if you want to wear period attire.

Confederate Command Medical Guidelines Dealing with Heat: 

Well we're getting close to doing it again.  July is coming and that means Manassas and that means HEAT. Don’t wait to the weekend you get there to get out and move in the heat. Get out there now and put on your sack coat and walk a mile or two. Try to condition yourself on a daily basis. Wear your army shoes and wool socks and a slouch hat. Sunburn is an enemy that prevents proper heat dissipation-so try to avoid it. 

Now those pards that are on high blood pressure meds and diuretics (water pills) need to talk with your physician about whether or not you need to adjust the doses. Diuretics help the body to eliminate excess water but staying outside in the heat all weekend MAY cause too much water loss. Blood pressure pills on the other 

hand dilate blood vessels to decrease blood pressure-the same thing that the high temperatures will do. 

    Alcohol, coffee and pop, keep their use to a minimum or just stay away for the weekend. These drinks all cause increased fluid loss and nothing beats plain water. Water is hypotonic, meaning that it has less solute concentration than your stomach and is absorbed very quickly, faster than electrolyte solutions such as Gatorade and Sports drinks. If you have preexisting medical problems ask your Physician about 

using these electrolyte solutions. For the generally healthy a good compromise is a 50-50 % solution of water and electrolyte. 

            There are three important things to remember about dealing with the heat,1.Hydrate,2.Hydrate and guess what number 3 is? Hydrate. You take in about 8 oz. every 20 minutes. the simple rule is if you are not peeing, you are already behind. Same goes with thirst, if you’re thirsty, you are already behind! Also don't sit out in the sun and wait for a formation and we'll ask the Commanders to try to limit falling in to the last minute. Commanders will also judge clothing requirements based on the ambient temperatures at that time 

            Hypothermia or heat/sunstroke is a condition where the body cannot dissipate the heat it is absorbing. In the more serious stages the temperature rises uncontrollably and brain damage can occur. We cool ourselves by perspiring-sweating if you will. Ladies perspire-we sweat! When we become dehydrated we don't sweat and there the problem begins, we have lost our most efficient form of heat reduction. 

           Sign and Symptoms of heat exhaustion. Early symptoms include weakness-most common, dizziness and shortness of breath. The skin becomes red and small red blisters may form-heat rash, these areas may not show sweating. Sometimes this is accompanied by nausea and vomiting, headache, muscle cramps-both abdominal and leg. Blood pressure may drop and folks can faint. Don’t force water if the 

patient is unconscious! 

           As the symptoms progress the sweating may cease and the skin may become dry and pale, some may even start to shiver and these are cardinal signs that should not be ignored. These symptoms demand immediate Medical attention and this patient need to be removed from this environment.  It may have progressed to HEAT STROKE which can be life threatening. We’ll have first aid station and radios for calling the EMS system, stay with your buddy and have someone go get help. For milder symptoms get off the outer clothing and pour water over the head and neck. In more serious case put ice over the groin, armpits and neck to cool the organs down quickly.  Drink, drink, drink and get them out of the Sun and into whatever shade is 

available. Most of the milder heat casualties can be treated in the field and camp, but if there is any doubt get help! 

           Those most at risk are the very young and very old, THE OBESE, people on vasoactive meds, alcohol, drug addiction, peripheral vascular disease, Parkinson’s disease and kidney problems. this is just a short list and you know who you are!!!! Don't temp the fates. 

           Now keep the buddy system working and keep an eye on your pard, if he or she becomes disoriented, combative, confused, and anxious,(Yeah, I know-that's the way he always is),get help.  If a person starts to have seizure, call for help immediately!!!!! Keep their airway safe, but there is almost nothing you can do for a seizure in the field, just don't freak, scream or run around. Shaking and screaming at the patient doesn't help. Heart rates may be thready and fast. 

            Heat rash can be treated with Benedryl but try not to use oil-based lotions, which reduce the ability of the skin to lose heat via perspiration. Heat cramps are best treated by rest, massage of muscles and HYDRATION. You can drink quantities of the 50-50% of electrolyte solution. if your urine is dark and appears concentrated, 

you guessed it ,you getting behind. I can't emphasize it enough that this is a game in which it is very hard to play catch-up and you may lose. 

           In summary, start hydrating before you get here and don't stop drinking water the whole time you are at the site and on your way home. Stop frequently to get cool fluids and if you don't need a pee break, your behind! If you get weak, lightheaded or sick to the stomach, stop, rest and drink. Try to find some shade. If symptoms progress, apply ice to the neck, groin and armpits. Fanning does help. if the skin is dry and pale and /or confusion exists get medical help. 

            Don't be afraid to put salt on your food if it is not against your medical treatment. Bring a case of electrolyte solution for you and your pards, cut it 50% with water and drink, drink, drink. 

          Have fun, stay safe and don't be afraid to ask for help. Remember STAY HYDRATED and LIVE. 

Notes for the Ladies

This will be a hot event. It is up to each person to decide how period 

appropriate they wish to be under their period appropriate outer Clothing. Tight corsets, numerous clothing layers or Binding are not recommended. Ladies please, no running around in a state of “undress” during this event. All civilians are expected to be dressed in period appropriate outer attire starting at daybreak  Saturday morning until the last battle on Sunday. 

Medical and the Heat: Late July = High Heat.  The medical Dept may need support in the camps, especially if we have heat similar to the 140th Manassas. Civilians will be asked to help after a battle to cool down troops Civilians should not take serious medical issues into their own hands. 
Training and Liability are strong reasons for this. We do need period appropriate water stations set up in the camps. A stop where anyone is welcome to get a cool drink or rag to wipe down an overheated face. Please let the medical officer know if your unit can provide this and identify your location to them when you arrive.  For your civilians and soldiers: Each camp should have basins of tepid (not ice) water ready and tepid or cool drinking water available when the soldiers come off of the field.  Again – easy on the ice as ice cold water could cause shock in someone who is overheated. Place lemon or orange slices in the water for vitamin c. If you use Gatorade or similar beverage, cut it 50/50 with water, do not give it to someone full strength. Civilians should bring rags to soak in water basins for wrapping around over heated reenactor necks.  Bring plastic zip bags to fill with ice and hand to the soldiers before they take the field. They slip easily into a haversack or they can be tucked into a shirt or hat. Have pretzels or other lightly salty foods available.  

MAKE SURE YOUR SOLDIERS HAVE FULL CANTEENS BEFORE THEY TAKE THE FIELD!
